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I love to ride bicycles, and enjoy riding through

Lviv’s parks with my wife and children. In recent
years, the number of cycling paths and cycle tracks
in Lviv has increased significantly. Surveys show
that a significant portion of Lviv’s residents cycle
not only on weekends, but also during the week.
That means that bicycles are used both for com-
muting and for leisure.

The next important priority in our town is the
further development of an ecologically friendly

mode of transport — electric trams and trolley buses.

During the next year, a local producer is going to
manufacture the first Ukrainian battery-electric
bus. The first Ukrainian low-floor electric tram
has already been running for about a year on tracks
around Lyiv.

Whenever a road is renovated, we make sure to
include cycling paths in the project. We are look-
ing forward to welcoming cyclists from all over the
world to Lviv.

In 2011, Lviv started an ambitious program to
build a 268 km cycling network by 2020. While
this may be seen as too much or too little, and for
the top cycling cities, may not be very extensive, in
cities where the current mode share for bicycles is
less than 1%, it is an important catalyst to make
cycling a more attractive option for everyone.

30 km of cycling tracks and paths were built in
Lviv by the end of 2013. The advisor to the mayor
on the development of cycling infrastructure Oleh
Shmid said “the beginning is always hard, but every
kilometre that was added to the cycling network
between 2011 and 2013 will be followed by 3-5
kilometres in the following years. The process can
no longer be stopped. The city council and friends
of the city will continue to invest money with good
intentions in Lviv’s cycling infrastructure.”

The city does not want to stop in 2020, when the
first stage of the program will be finished. “After
the first stage, a second and third will follow,” says
Oleh Shmid. “There is no limit to perfection.”

With the help and cooperation of the German
Federal Ministry for Economic Cooperation and
Development, Lviv can complete two major cycling
infrastructure projects in the Northern and South-
ern districts of Lviv.

Lviv began the construction of the Northern cy-
cling route before the European Football Champi-
onship in 2012. Unfortunately, due to the economic
conditions in the country, only 600 metres could
be completed. However, the attempts of the city to
develop sustainable means of transport did not go
unnoticed. The cooperation with Germany made it
possible to receive a grant through GIZ on behalf
of Federal Ministry for Economic Cooperation and
Development, and in just 3 months, roughly 6 ad-
ditional kilometres of cycling tracks on Lypynskoho
Street were completed.

The construction of the southern cycling routes
began in 2011.

Before its reconstruction, Sichovykh Strilsiv, next to

Lviv National University, was very chaotic. It was
difficult for buses to load and unload passengers
because cars were parked haphazardly on the side-
walks and intersections, as well as at the bus stops,
despite this being an important terminus for many
bus lines. In order to load and unload passengers,
buses had to block the road. These problems were
solved by installing a bike lane in the middle of
the road. This improved the situation not only for
bikes, but also for pedestrians, car traffic and public
transport users. Buses can now operate more effi-
ciently because of the dedicated bus lane.

Ukrainian streets offer huge potential for bicy-
cle lanes. According to Ukrainian standards, the
minimum width of auto travel lanes is 3.75 metres,

but in urban areas, it can be reduced to 3.50 metres.

In some cities in the European Union lanes are
even narrower — some by half a meter or more. If
Ukraine switched to European standards, existing
four-lane streets could “donate” two to three meters
for cycling lanes. Many streets in Ukraine — Vy-
hovsky Street, for example — are three lanes wide,
resulting in street widths of more than 10 metres.
However, the road is only marked for two lanes. So
why not give cyclists the extra space?

Improvement of Bike Parking Facilities

The most attractive part of Lviv for residents is

the historical city centre. In recent years, the city
council has limited car parking in public spaces

and installed many bike racks. These bike parking
facilities not only serve the needs of cyclists, but also
have the added benefit of preventing illegal entry of
cars into pedestrian zones.

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Lviv was built in the same historical period as many
other European cities, and thus has similar archi-
tecture. It centres around a square, and the historic
core in Old Town is a pedestrian area. The city cen-
tre is connected with large residential areas and the
urban hinterlands of Lviv by radial roads. The Old
Town and its surrounding areas are designated as
UNESCO world heritage sites. The centre attracts
both inhabitants and visitors, and provides places
for both recreation and gastronomy. In recent years,
the level of private motorisation has increased, and
the city centre has become congested with cars. The
local government has taken many actions to reduce
the traffic flow and congestion in the central part of
the city, by creating an attractive and comfortable
environment for pedestrians, and alternative, clean
modes of transport.

One of these projects is the creation of a central
bicycle ring around the Old Town, which allows
visitors and residents to explore the historic core of
the City. The inner-city ring provides a convenient
connection for all of the city districts and the Old
Town, and connects to all of the radial cycling
routes from different parts of the city.

The project is still in the planning stages. The
completion of the project is estimated to cost ap-
proximately 5 million Hryvnia (2013 prices), and
is expected to have a significant impact on the city
centre and its street life.

Horodotska Street is the western gateway to the
city. The route is part of the transcontinental bicy-
cle route Eurovelo-4, which begins in the French
town of Roscoff in Brittany and ends in Ukraine’s
capital Kyiv. The cycling tracks along Horodotska
Street will also accommodate bicycle flows from the
densely populated residential areas in the west of
the city.

The length of the cycling tracks is about 8 kilo-
metres in both directions. According to the already
finalised design plans, the construction costs will be
about 3.5 million Hryvnia (2013 prices).

The cycling path on Levytskoho Street will prob-

ably be the first completely finished radial route
connecting the residential areas in the outskirts of
the city to the city centre. The route is very pic-
turesque; it runs through Pohulyanka park and by
lakes and beautiful buildings. Going downhill, a
cyclist coming from the district Mayorivka district
can reach the Old Town in about 10 minutes.

According to the finalised plan for the 3.5 km
bi-directional route, construction costs will amount
to about 2.9 million Hryvnia (2013 prices). No con-
struction measures are required on the parts of the
route inside of the park.

The rapid rate of motorisation in Ukrainian cities
leads to changes in urban space that only benefits
private vehicles. Parking a car on the sidewalk in
Ukraine is a violation to which the police turn a
blind eye. Ukrainian legislation lacks a mecha-
nism to penalise those who fail to pay for parking.
Because of the lack of consequences, only the most
conscious drivers will pay the parking fee.

The Lviv City Council has attempted to solve
this by creating closed parking areas where cars
must drive through entrance and exit terminals, and
can only exit if the parking fee has been paid. The
cost of parking in these areas is 4 Hryvnia per hour.

For several years the city council has been
working with the creative social movement, “Let us
pass!”. To prevent unauthorised parking, activists
have helped install posts on the edge of sidewalks,
funded by online collection campaigns. They have
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also helped implement other projects focused on
greening the city and expanding pedestrian zones.

Additionally, the entrance to the pedestrian zone
in the Lviv Old Town is protected by automatic
bollards that were installed by the city council in
early 2014.

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Municipal development and rehabilitation
of the old city of Lviv

The city of Lviv has been at the cultural crossroads
of East Central Europe for many centuries. Its still
largely intact old town is of great historical impor-
tance, and in 1998, the medieval inner city was
listed as a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

In order to preserve this inheritance, a range of

challenges have to be met:

1. Many of the surviving historical buildings have
been neglected for decades and are in a very
bad state of repair;

2. Prevailing attitudes and regulatory conditions
are not conducive to historically sensitive reno-
vation and maintenance of buildings in historical
districts;

3. A lack of awareness and a shortage of knowl-
edge of correct building techniques are usually
bigger problems than the raising of funds.

The Ukrainian-German cooperation project, “Mu-
nicipal Development and Rehabilitation of the Old
City of Lviv”, is helping to overcome these difficul-
ties. The project is implemented by the City of Lviv
represented by the city’s Heritage Department, and
the German international cooperation organisa-
tion, the Deutsche Gesellschaft flr Internationale
Zusammenarbeit (GIZ) GmbH commissioned by the
German Federal Ministry for Economic Cooperation
and Development (BMZ).
